There are a number of different companies within the insurance market offering different types and
levels of cover, but after our own research we recommend Sportscover Direct. The premiums and
cover they offer are very competitive with optional extras available, it takes less than 5 minutes to
obtain cover and their customer service reviews from 2 different independent sources are excellent.

RFU - PERSONAL ACCIDENT COVER (www.englandrugbyinsurance.co.uk/personal-accident)

Death - £50,000 (£20,000 for under 16s)

Permanent total disability from your usual occupation - £50,000

Permanent total disability from any occupation - £500,000

Loss of two limbs/eyes/hearing in both ears - £250,000

Loss of one limb/eye/hearing in one ear - £25,000

Hospitalisation - £25 for each full 24 hours spent in hospital, up to £1,000 maximum

In addition, cover is included for a payment of up to £300,000 should you suffer a traumatic brain or
catastrophic spinal cord injury.
